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I’d like to add my thanks to the organizers for putting this forum together.  I believe it is very timely given that we in the Department of Defense are actively seeking closer cooperation with the Indian Ministry of Defence.

In my remarks today I will describe for you how we are organized for International Armaments Cooperation (IAC) , tell you why we do IAC, and focus at the end specifically on the activities of the Joint Technical Group (JTG). 
I work for the Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition, Technology and Logistics, Mr. Michael Wynne.  He is the principal staff assistant and adviser to the U.S. Secretary of Defense for all matters relating to:



••  the DoD Acquisition system




••  Research & Development



••  Advanced technology




••  Development, test and evaluation




••  production




••  logistics




••  installation management




••  military construction




••  procurement




••  environmental security




••  nuclear, chemical and biological matters.

He is also responsible for international cooperative Research, Development, Testing and Evaluation (RDT&E), production, logistics support and Wartime Host Nation Support with allied and friendly foreign nations.  Finally, he is the U.S. National Armaments Director, hence the US delegate to the NATO Conference of National Armaments Directors.

Thus, if you refer back to Dr. Chatterjee’s diagrams describing how the Indian Ministry of Defence is organized, you will note that the responsibilities of our Under Secretary encompass those of several of the individuals on the Indian side.  In other words, we do not have a one-for-one match.  I will refer to this later in describing how the JTG operates.

Reporting to Mr. Wynne is the Director for International Cooperation, Mr. Al Volkman.  Mr. Volkman is the co-chair of the JTG, and I am his principal adviser
for India.  I am assisted in those duties by Mr. Duncan Lang who is with us this morning.
Now, why do we do IAC?  There are 5 commonly accepted reasons:
1. Operational – to increase military effectiveness thru interoperability;
2. Economic – to reduce weapons acquisition cost by sharing costs or avoiding 



duplication of development efforts;
3. Technical – to access the best defense technology worldwide (we recognize we don’t have all the best ideas in the 50 United States);
4. Political – to strengthen alliances and relationships with other friendly nations; 
5. Industrial – (and this should be of particular relevance to the audience this morning) to bolster domestic and allied defense industrial bases.

What constitutes IAC activity?

1. Exchanges of information and personnel;
2. RDT&E of defense technologies, subsystems and systems of equipment;
3. Cooperative production, including follow-on support, or articles or equipment resulting from cooperative R&D;
4. DoD procurement of foreign equipment, technology or logistics support.
How do we do IAC?  Each specific program is supported by some legally binding international agreement, normally an MOA or an MOU.  Examples:

1. Information Exchange Programs;
2. International cooperative Research, Development and Acquisition programs, e.g. Coalition Warfare program, Advanced Concept Technology Demonstration programs;
3. Foreign Comparative Test program;
4. Personnel exchanges and assignments;
5. Defense trade and industrial cooperation;
6. Acquisition and Cross-Servicing Agreements (ACSA) and other cooperative logistics arrangements.
What is the scope of U.S. international armaments cooperation activity?

1. over 500 cooperative RD&A programs with 24 countries

2. over 600 IEP annexes with 24 countries

3. over 80 exchange engineers and scientists with 10 countries

4. over 40 FCT project evaluations conducted every year (over the life of the FCT program we have spent over $8B buying foreign equipment for U.S. forces)
5. 77 ACSAs with 74 countries.

What is the scope of our international armaments cooperative activity with India?

1. We now have a Master Information Exchange Agreement signed earlier this year but we have zero annexes.
2. We are negotiating an umbrella RDT&E agreement but we have zero projects.

3. We have had 1 FCT evaluation several years ago.

4. We have no personnel exchanges.

5. Nothing else!!

We have bilateral technology-related meetings annually with about 30 countries.  One is the U.S.-India JTG.  It has met 6 times, most recently in March 2004 in Washington.  Early on, all defense technology and security cooperation activities were conducted under the JTG.  We have in the past several years spun off the Security Cooperation Group, now headed by the Defense Security Cooperation Agency (Mr. Ross is here today representing that committee) and the Defense Technology Security Working Group, represented here today by Mr. Peter Dougherty.  The DTSWG met for the first time this year to deal with Defense Technology Security issues.

We have used a two-pronged approach in the JTG:




•  Top down road map




•  Bottom up, matching scientists with common interests.

We have not had much success, but we’ll keep trying.
