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III. BIS Licensing to Brazil  
 
In 2018, BIS reviewed 1,251 export/re-export applications (not including deemed export applications) valued 
at $925.7 million for Brazil, out of a total of 33,844 applications worldwide valued at $81.3 billion.  
 
– Approved applications for Brazil totaled 1,161 (92.0% of the total applications) for $970.9 million, compared 
to the 29,032 (85.8%) approved applications for all destinations that totaled $64.3 billion.
